Am | an international student?

If you have Australian or New Zealand
citizenship or have full Permanent
Residence status of Australia then you must
apply as a domestic student. If you gain
Permanent Residence status after applying
but before you start your studies (that is,
before census date for research students),
then you must inform the Graduate
Research School and provide proof of this
change.

Fees

International students need to pay tuition
fees, which vary depending on the course
of study.

In 2009 the fees for international
postgraduate research students ranger
from $18,720 to $26,160, depending on



the Faculty in which the research degree
is undertaken. See page 8 and www.

English language requirements

If an applicant’s first language is not
English they must provide evidence that
their English language ability meets the
requirements for admission. The required
evidence may take the form of results
from an acceptable English language test,
undertaken no more than two years prior
to application. Only original copies of test
certificates will be accepted.

Alternatively, applicants who have
undertaken at least one year of full-

time academic study at a university or
other approved secondary educational
institutions where the sole language of
instruction and assessment was English
may not be required to undertake a
language test if they can provide a
statement or certificate issued by the
Registrar’s office, or equivalent, of that
institution confirming their study in the
English language. This study must have
been undertaken no more than two years
prior to the commencement of the program
at UNSW. Medium of English instructions
cases do not automatically meet UNSW
English proficiency requirements and
they are carefully reviewed on a case by
case basis. The Australian Department
of Immigration and Citizenship (DIAC)
requires applicants from some countries
to undertake an English language test
regardless of UNSW's requirements. The
DIAC requirments may vary from those of
UNSW. See www.immi.gov.au/students
for more detalils.

If a candidate meets the academic entry
requirements but they cannot provide

an English test score that meets the
University’s minimum requirement or do
not provide evidence of English language
proficiency, a Conditional Offer of
admission will be issued. After the English
language requirement has been met,

candidates can be admitted to the next
available semester (if a suitable supervisor
and facilities are still available).

Similarly applicants who have a minimum
IELTS overall score of 5.0 (indicative grade
only — subject to change) and who meet
the academic entry requirements for the
University may pursue a Packaged Visa

in conjunction with English studies at the
UNSW Institute of Languages. Please note
that, due to quota restrictions, packaged
offers may not be available for all programs
each semester or may require a higher
minimum IELTS overall score. A Packaged
Visa enables candidates to apply for a
student visa for the duration of their English
language program and UNSW studies.

Accepted Tests of English
Proficiency

International English Language
Testing System (IELTS)

The academic test modules must have
been undertaken. An overall minimum
score of 6.5 is required together with a
minimum score of at least 6.0 in each of the
sub-tests of listening, reading, speaking
and writing.

Test of English as a Foreign Language
(TOEFL)

(UNSW ETS Institution Code is 0890)

Computer-based test: Applicants must
achieve an overall minimum score of 233
with a minimum Essay rating of 5.0.

Internet-based test: Applicants must
achieve an overall minimum score of 90
with @ minimum in Writing of 24.

Paper-based test: Applicants must achieve
an overall minimum score of 577 with a
minimum score of 5.0 in the TWE (Test of
Written English). The paper-based test
must include the TWE.

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Combined Universities Language Test
(CULT)

This is an English test conducted by the
UNSW Institute of Languages. An overall
minimum score of 70 is required with a
minimum score of 17.0 in each of the sub-
tests of listening, reading, speaking and
writing.

UNSW English Entry Course (UEEC)

UEEC, conducted at the Institute of
Languages, is a 10 week intensive
English language program. The minimum
acceptable score is completion of the
UEEC with a grade of C+ (grade point
7.0) and with a minimum score of at least
20 in the writing component. Some UNSW
programs require a higher grade.

Academic
English for students wishing to undertake
programs at UNSW is also available.

Packaged Visas

The Institute of Languages welcomes
students from over 60 countries, providing
pathways to further academic study,
personal development and cross-cultural
understanding. The Institute offers
comprehensive general and academic
English language preparation programs
that lead to direct entry into UNSW at the
undergraduate and postgraduate levels.

The Institute provides a 10-week University
English Entry Course (UEEC), designed for
students who receive a Conditional Offer
of admission to study at UNSW because
they narrowly missed the English language
requirement. Students who successfully
pass this course are not required to sit a
further external English proficiency test
and will be admitted directly to UNSW.

When to Apply

There is no fixed application deadline.
However, as the demand for the Institute’s
programs is very high, we suggest you
apply at least two months before the date
you intend to start your language studies.
As a general guide, 10 weeks language
study is required to increase an [ELTS
score by 0.5 of a point (each band) and
TOEFL by about 25 points. If, for example,
you have an overall I[ELTS score of 5.5 and
you require 6.5 to gain entry into UNSW
then you will probably need a 20-30 week
English course. The study period will

be determined after each student sits a
placement test on the first day of term.

E: admisssions@unswglobal.unsw.edu.au

www.languages.unsw.edu.au



visas, spouses and children

Student Visas

All international students must obtain

a valid student visa from the Australian
Government for the duration of their degree
program. Visa application procedure, visa
types and requirements are determined
and governed by the Australian
Department of Immigration and Citizenship
(DIAC).

Applying for a student visa can be quite a
lengthy and complex process. Plan ahead
and make sure you have plenty of time.

Students from a DIAC Level 3 or 4
Assessment Country

If you have met all requirements you will
be issued with a Conditional Offer. Your
acceptance will be processed only upon
provision of a pre-visa assessment or
evidence of e-visa application from DIAC
approved e-visa agents. It is strongly
advised that you proceed with your visa
application using this Conditional Offer.

Becoming an Australian Permanent
Resident

If a student obtains Australian permanent
residency before enrolling in the program
or prior to the census date of the semester
of first enrolment in that program, the offer
of enrolment as an international student will
lapse. The student will then be considered
for admission as a domestic student.

If a student is granted permanent residency
at any stage throughout the course of

the student’s studies, they must provide
certified documentation to the Graduate
Research School within seven days.

If documentation is provided after the
semester census date (31 March or 31
August every year), the student will be
recognised as a domestic student from the
commencement of the following semester
and will remain liable for International tuition
fees for the current semester.

If information is provided prior to the
semester census date, the student’s status
will be updated for the current semester
and they will be liable for Local student
fees.

Work Rights

Under immigration regulations international
students, after applying for a work rights
visa once they have commenced their
studies, are allowed to work up to 20

hours per week during semester and full
time during university vacations. Students
are not permitted to work until they have
commenced their program.

While some students are able to earn

extra money from part-time and vacation
work, availability of suitable jobs is not
guaranteed. It is not advisable to plan your
study budget expecting to find work for the
maximum allowable hours.

Entry of Spouse and Dependants

Students who wish to bring their spouse
and children must provide proof that they
have sufficient funds to support them while
they are in Australia. A dependent spouse
can obtain permission to work but obtaining
employment is not necessarily easy. It is not
advisable to plan your income on the basis
of a spouse obtaining work.

A student may need to budget an
additional minimum of A$8,000 a year for a
spouse and up to A$3,400 a year for each
child (not including schooling costs).

Schooling for Dependent Children

The current policy of the New South

Wales Government Department of School
Education is that dependent children of
international students, with the exception
of those on full scholarships funded by the
Australian Government or a publicly funded
Australian higher education institution, are
required to pay the ‘Temporary Resident
Administration and Education Fee’. Fees to
enrol in a government school for 2009 are
A$9,160 per year for kindergarten to Year
6, A$10,820 per year for Year 7 to Year 10
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high school students and A$12,820 per
year for Year 11 and Year 12 high school
students. An application fee of A$110
applies. Confirmation of Enrolment forms
are required for dependent children to
enter Australia. Applications for schools
and visas will need to be planned well in
advance of leaving their home country.

Childcare

If you plan to come to Australia with babies
or small children, it is important to consider
the availability and cost of child care.
Attitudes, facilities and costs of child-
minding are probably different compared to
those in your home country. Full-time care
is difficult to find, especially for children
less than three years of age, and costs
approximately A$54-$76 a day.

There are four childcare centres on campus
including Honey Pot, House at Pooh
Corner, Kanga's House and Tigger's Place.
There is a long waiting list for places for
younger children. The Honey Pot provides
seasonal, occasional and long day care for
children aged two months to five years old.

Health Care in Australia

Standards of health care in Australia are
high. At the University of New South Wales,
medical, dental and physiotherapy services
are available on the Kensington campus.
There are also many medical practices

in the suburbs surrounding the various
University campuses, as well as public and
private hospitals.

Overseas Student Health Cover
(OSHC)

The Australian Government requires

that, as part of their visa requirements,

all international students pay for health
insurance in Australia through the Overseas
Student Health Cover (OSHC) scheme

for the full duration of their studies. The

only exceptions to this requirement are for
students from Sweden and Norway, who
are not required to pay for OSHC if they can
provide proof of official health insurance
cover from their home government provider.

There are four registered providers of
OSHC and UNSW's preferred provider is
OSHC Worldcare (www.oshcworldcare.
com.au/unsw ). If a student purchases
OSHC from the University's preferred
provider, the University will purchase

the OSHC on behalf of the student. The
University receives a commission that is
used to improve services to students.

If a student decides to purchase their
OSHC from one of the other providers,

the student will not be disadvantaged

by the University, however the student
must arrange the OSHC directly with the
provider. The other OSHC providers are:
BUPA Australia Health, Medibank Private
and Australian Health Management (AHM).

You must pay for OSHC before being
issued with a student visa or, in the case of
continuing students, before being granted
a further Temporary Entry Permit. For
OSHC Worldcare, the cost of OSHC for
the duration of a PhD program would be
around $1,420 (guide only — this is subject
to change).

Please note: Membership of health
insurance schemes in your home country
does not exempt you from paying the
OSHC.

Medical Treatment

The Australian Government sets a
recommended schedule fee for medical
services but some doctors charge above
this amount. OSHC Worldcare's scheme
covers 100% of the Medicare Benefits

Schedule (MBS) fee for a visit to your
doctor (outside hospital). For medical
services while you are an inpatient (when
you stay overnight in the hospital) at a
hospital OSHC Worldcare will pay 100%
of the MBS fee. In both situations, if your
doctor charges above the MBS you must
pay the difference.

Hospital Treatment

UNSW's preferred provider, OSHC
Worldcare, pays 100% of the rate
determined by Medicare for services
charged to a patient in a shared ward in
any public hospital. The scheme will pay
100% of the insurable costs of medical
and hospital services while you are an
inpatient at a contracted private hospital
(minimum shared accommodation). If a
private hospital or doctor charges above
the insurable costs, you will have to pay
the difference. OSHC Worldcare covers
100% of the rate determined by Medicare
for services charged to a patient if you
receive treatment as an outpatient of a
public hospital. The scheme also provides
cover for the cost of ambulance transport
if medically necessary for admission to
hospital or for emergency treatment.

Exclusions

Students with Pre-Existing Conditions will
need to serve a 12 month waiting period
for treatment under OSHC Worldcare's
scheme. As with any health insurance,
certain services are currently not covered
by OSHC Worldcare’s policies. These
include optical, physiotherapy, dental
and pharmaceutical. If you wish to be
covered for these expenses, you need to
have additional insurance. For a full list of
conditions and further information check
with OSHC Worldcare.

Religion

Australia is a secular state. People enjoy
freedom of religion and worship. While

the main religion is Christianity, there are
also large communities which follow Islam,
Buddhism, Judaism, Taoism and Hinduism.

A Religious Centre is located on the
Kensington campus and is available for all
students and staff. The Religious Centre is
currently attended by Anglican, Catholic,
Orthodox, Pentecostal and Uniting Church
Chaplains. Chaplains conduct worship
services, lead Bible Studies, hold prayer
meetings, and offer spiritual counselling.
